Kitchens feature granite 
countertops and Energy Star® stainless-steel refrigerators and stoves. The laundry room includes a washer and 
dryer, and lots of space for storage. Every home has decorative lighting, luxury vinyl plank floors and window 
treatments, and incorporates environmental and engineering components to achieve a Green Certification. 
 
Lincoln Residences is pet-friendly and offers off-street parking. The new neighborhood is near a community 
park, a community center, a youth center, churches, small local businesses, and a bus stop.  A security deposit 
is required, and rent is based on income. Tenant pays all utilities.   
 
Community Home Partners supports the community economically by bringing new jobs to Rock Island with 
the construction of this property. To date, Community Home Partners has invested over $70 million into the 
neighborhoods in Rock Island.
